Notice is given in accordance with section 15(1) of the Education and Inspections Act 2006 that Cumbria County Council, The Courts, Carlisle CA3 8NA intends to discontinue EHENSIDE COMMUNITY SCHOOL (DCSF No. 4200), Towerson Street, Cleator Moor CA23 3EL and WYNDHAM SCHOOL (DCSF No. 4203), Main Street, Egremont, CA22 2DQ on 31 August 2008.

It is proposed that pupils currently attending Ehenside School and Wyndham School and those who would normally have expected to attend these schools will, from 1 September 2008, attend the West Lakes (North Copeland) Academy proposed to be built on the site of Wyndham School, Egremont, CA22 2DQ.  Admission may also be sought to other local schools, subject to places being available.
It is intended that the Academy will open on 1 September 2008 initially in the same buildings as currently occupied by the existing Wyndham School on that site. The final decision on the establishment of the Academy will be made by the Secretary of State at the end of the feasibility stage. Any decision on the outcome of these proposals will be subject to that approval. 
It is intended that the Academy will provide 1150 places for boys and girls between the ages of 11 and 18, with an admission number of 180 and 250 places in the sixth form.

All applicable statutory requirements to consult in relation to the proposal were complied with in that Cumbria County Council undertook appropriate consultations on possible changes to the existing secondary schools in North Copeland during the autumn of 2006.

The Council's home to school transport policy will apply. It is anticipated that the majority of pupils who currently attend Ehenside School and those who would have done so will be eligible to free transport to the Wyndham site. As a result it is not expected that the number of journeys made by car will need to increase as a result of moving all pupils to the Wyndham site.

Explanatory Notes

1. Academies are publicly funded independent schools with sponsors who may be from the education, private and voluntary sectors.  The establishment of an Academy is subject to the agreement of the Secretary of State.  It is proposed that the closure of Ehenside School and Wyndham School should be approved to take effect only if by the date of closure an agreement has been made under section 482(1) of the Education Act 1996 for the establishment of an Academy to replace Ehenside and Wyndham Schools.
2. The catchment area of the new Academy, will comprise of the whole of the existing catchment areas of Ehenside and Wyndham Schools.

3. For pupils who live within the catchment area of the Academy, transport to the Academy or the nearest school will be provided in accordance with the Authority’s policy which in summary is that free transport will be provided :-

· for pupils age 8 and above who live more than 3 miles away, the distance to be measured by the nearest available walking route. Children from low income families may have an extended entitlement.
or

· are attending a school at the date of closure and live within its catchment area provided:-

a) they attend the new school (ie the Academy)

and

b) the distance from home to the site of the new school attended (ie the Academy) is more than two miles.

4. All objections and other comments made (and not withdrawn in writing) within the representation period will be sent to Cumbria County Council’s Cabinet. The final decision on whether or not to implement these proposals has to be made, using the guidance provided by the Department for Children, Schools and Families, by the Cabinet of Cumbria County Council within 2 months of the end of the representation period.
