CUMBRIA COUNTY COUNCIL (FOOTPATH NOS 114014 AND 114015 PARISH OF DALSTON) PUBLIC PATH DIVERSION AND DEFINITIVE MAP AND STATEMENT MODIFICATION ORDER 2022
On the 4 April 2024 the Secretary of State for the Environment, Food and Rural Affairs confirmed the above order made under Section 119 of the Highways Act 1980 and Section 53 of the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981.

The effect of the order as confirmed is to divert the whole width of that length of public footpath no 114014 in the parish of Dalston from GR 336655 548700 west-northwestwards and northwestwards for about 184 metres to GR 336489 548770; to run from GR 336655 548700 west-southwestwards and westwards for about 202 metres to GR 336464 548756.  The width of the new path will be 2 metres; and 

the whole width of that length of public footpath no 114015 in the parish of Dalston from GR 336494 548773 north-northeastwards, northwards and eastwards for about 679 metres to GR  336908 549248; to run from GR 336494 548773 northeastwards for about 646 metres through fields to GR 336908 549248.  The width of the new path will be 2 metres.

The order comes into force immediately, but if a person aggrieved by the order wants to question its validity, or that of any provision contained in it, on the ground that it is not within the powers of the Highways Act 1980, as amended, or on the ground that any requirement of the Act, as amended, or of any regulation made under the Act has not been complied with in relation to the order, he or she may, under paragraph 2 of Schedule 2 to the Act as applied by paragraph 5 of Schedule 6 to the Act, within 6 weeks from 31 May 2024 make an application to the High Court.
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
