CUMBERLAND COUNCIL (FOOTPATH NO 133014 PARISH OF STAPLETON) PUBLIC PATH DIVERSION AND DEFINITIVE MAP AND STATEMENT MODIFICATION ORDER 2024
On the 21 May 2024 Cumberland Council confirmed the above order made under Section 257 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 and Section 53 of the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981.  

The Order, as confirmed, will divert the whole width of that section of public footpath no 133014 situate at Cracrop Farm in the parish of Stapleton from grid reference 351997 569858 eastwards southeastwards and southwestwards to grid reference 352074 569716: to run from grid reference 351997 569858 south-southwestwards and southwards to road (U1044) at grid reference 351945 569730. The width of the new path will be 2.8 metres.

The order comes into force immediately, but if a person aggrieved by the order wants to question its validity, or that of any provision contained in it, on the ground that it is not within the powers of the Town & Country Planning Act, as amended, or on the ground that any requirement of the Act, as amended, or of any regulation made under the Act has not been complied with in relation to the order, he or she may, apply to the High Court for any of these purposes under Section 287 of the Town & Country Planning Act 1990, within 6 weeks from 31 May 2024 as required by paragraph 7 of the Schedule 14 to that Act.
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
