On the 28 May 2024 Cumberland Council confirmed the above orders made under Sections 26 and 118 of the Highways Act 1980 and Section 53 of the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981.

The effect of the orders as confirmed is to extinguish the whole width of that length of the public footpath no 416036 at Low Lowscales in the parish of Millom Without from Grid Reference 315858 481649 northwestwards and westwards for about 97 metres to Grid Reference 315771 481676: and create new sections of public footpath no 416036 at Low Lowscales in the parish of Millom Without

from Grid Reference 315858 481649 for about 36 metres to join FP 416037 at Grid Reference 315858 481685.  The width of this section of path will be 2 metres. And 

(ii)
 from the junction with FP 416037 at Grid Reference 315834 481695 for about 69 metres to Grid Reference 315771 481676.  The width of this section of path will be 2.5 metres.

The orders comes into force immediately, but if a person aggrieved by the orders wants to question their validity, or that of any provision contained in them, on the ground that it is not within the powers of the Highways Act 1980, as amended, or on the ground that any requirement of the Act, as amended, or of any regulation made under the Act has not been complied with in relation to the orders, he or she may, under paragraph 2 of Schedule 2 to the Act as applied by paragraph 5 of Schedule 6 to the Act, within 6 weeks from 5 June 2024 make an application to the High Court.
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
