The above named Order made on 18 June 2024 under Section 119 of the Highways Act 1980 and Section 53 of the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981 will divert the whole width of that length of public footpath no 415026 in the parish of Millom from Grid Reference 317852 480084 northwards and eastwards for about 210 metres to grid reference 317749 480205 at its junction with King Street; to run from grid reference 317852 480084 north-northeastwards for about 124 metres to grid reference 317874 480203 then east-northeastwards for about 125 metres to grid reference 317755 480231 at its junction with King Street.  The width of the new path will be between 2 and 2.8 metres.
