DEFINITIVE MAP MODIFICATION ORDER (NO 1) 2023 
On 10 May 2024 the above named Order was confirmed by the Secretary of State for the Environment, Food and Rural Affairs.
The effect of the Order, as confirmed, is to modify the definitive map for the area by upgrading the whole length and width of public footpath no 106008 in the parish of Burgh by Sands which extends from the Kirkbampton to Moorhouse Road approx 1345 metres southwestwards to the Orton Parish Boundary at its junction with public bridleway no 127005 to a public bridleway.

The width of public bridleway will be 3 metres.

The Order come into force immediately, but if a person aggrieved by the Order wants to question its validity, or that of any provision contained in it, on the ground that it is not within the powers of the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981, or on the ground that any requirement of the Act, or of any regulation made under the Act has not been complied with in relation to the Order, he or she may, within 6 weeks from 14 June 2024 make an application to the High Court.
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
