DEFINITIVE MAP MODIFICATION ORDER NO 3 2024  

On 18 June 2024 the above named Order was confirmed, as an unopposed Order, by Cumberland Council.

The effect of the Order, as confirmed, is to modify the definitive map for the area by adding new lengths of public restricted byway at Whitrigg in the parish of Blennerhasset and Torpenhow from the U2106 at grid reference 320243 538863 southwards along track for about 296 metres to join footpath no 208013; and from grid reference 320150 538514 southwards along track to join footpath no 208006

and upgrading the following sections of public footpath to restricted byway:

that section of footpath no 208013 from grid reference 320208 538569 southwestwards along track for about 80 metres to grid reference 320150 538514: and

that section of footpath no 208006 from grid reference 320112 538097 southwards along track for about 90 metres to U2107 at grid reference 320131 538010.
The width of the restricted byway will be 7 metres.

The Order come into force immediately, but if a person aggrieved by the Order wants to question its validity, or that of any provision contained in it, on the ground that it is not within the powers of the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981, or on the ground that any requirement of the Act, or of any regulation made under the Act has not been complied with in relation to the Order, he or she may, within 6 weeks from 27 June 2024 make an application to the High Court.
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
