NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that because of the likelihood of danger to the public due to the dangerous condition of the path and to enable repair works to be carried out (“the Works”), Cumberland Council intends to make an Order the effect of which is to prohibit pedestrians from proceeding along an approx. 190 metre section of public footpath No 132015 at Houghton House in the parish of Stanwix Rural between Grid Reference: 340675 560928 and 340857 560900.

There is no suitable alternative route available for pedestrians on public highways.  However, the landowner will provide a suitable alternative route via the track to the north of Houghton House.  This will be signed on the ground.
This follows an emergency notice dated 19 June 2024.
