NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that to enable improvement works to be carried out (“the Works”), Cumberland Council has made an Order the effect of which is to prohibit pedestrians from proceeding along the following sections of Footpath:

1. An approx. 407 metre length of Public Footpath No. 109072 in the City of Carlisle, between Grid References: 337984 556481 and 338261 556347; and 

2. An approx. 281 metre length of Public Footpath No. 109395 between Grid References: 338301 556068 and 338261 556347 at Engine Lonning in the City of Carlisle.
The works will be phased over a 6 month period and whilst there is no suitable alternative route for pedestrians on existing public highways there will be localised diversions on Council land, which will be signed on the ground, as and when deemed safe to do so.
