FEARED LOSS OF A PARTON MAN

Mr. and Mrs. James Williams of Workington are
anxiously awaiting news of the fate of their second son, Pvt
Robert Williams, R.A.M.C., who was known to be on the
ill-fated hospital ship Llandovery Castle, and whose name
does not appear in the list of survivors. Pvt. Williams came
over with the Canadian contingent two-and-a-half years ago
and while in training became ill, and was a considerable time
in hospital. For the last six months he has been engaged in the
transport of wounded to Canada. Private Williams, who left
his native village of Parton eight years ago, enlisted shortly
after the outbreak of war. He was 31 years of age and of a
fine, steady character, and in Parton and district was well-
known and highly esteemed by a large circle of friends. The
parents are also natives of Parton, but for the last few years
have resided in Workington. For many years before going to
Canada Pvt. Williams was assistant to Mr W Lace in his
grocery business. His wife, who is left with one child, is the
only daughter of Mr. and Mrs. John Debrick, formerly of
Parton, now in Canada.

Physically e was g handsome youth, and
jugt as handsome was his gtyle, free, affable,
and unpretentions, He and his elder brother,
Tom, were sducated ab 26 Beef and both
took an setive part in thie Cadet Corps.  The
alder was as the Whitchaven Colliery Office,
and was a4 mining enginesr in other parts
of the country Lefore dhe war, when he got a
commuizsion, in tho Royal BEngineer:. Rex
Sock an active pari at Chriet Church, He
was destined for the Chuarch, and was study-
ing @t Cambridge when the war broke out,
am<d was among the most eager of the safer
ones 1o ba sorving hiz country with s
eountry’a forces. Previoug o that he was a
member gf tha choir of Chrisi Chureh, and
Lhe vsed 40 read the lesaons.  He was at
Whitchawven last February, and stayved with
Mrz Dess. Mrs. Adam  just lately had
sperifioed the plossore of a visit 1o friends
in Whitehaven ‘hecanse ghe was looking for-
wand to the possibility  of her sons ing
lrame on beave, and she would not chanca
being wway.

AN EGREMONT SOLDIER

KILLED IN FRANCE.

Mrs Thwaites, of 13. South Street. Egremont,
hna received word that her husbhand, Pvte. Phulip
Thwaites, has been killed in  France, Pt
Thwaites, who wua only 22 veara of age, joinal
the #th Border FRegiment nearly two years ago,
and had been in France in most of the fightine:
this laet twelve rr.qptha. About a year ago ha
was home on aick leave, saffering from shell shock.
Om biz peturn he was traneferved to the Tth-Bordar
Kogiment. Ha was mortally wounded Ly the burat-
g of o shell in the teench next to him, while ha
wna on duty in the front line, In a lﬂ.t-tﬁll' to Mra
Thwaites, Capt. A, Dunstan Adams says “That ho
i= buricd in & little malitaty cometery in the village
of Auchonvillers, north-west of Albert.' Frior t2
Privato Thwhites joimung the Army he was em-
ployed at the Beckermet }n'hijlllgl Co's works ol
Wineoales, whers ho was held in high esteem both
by his employers and workmates, He leaves o
wife and two young children to mourn hie logs.

WHITEHAVEN YOUNG SOLDIER’S
DEATH

On Saturday word was received of the death of
Pvt. Daniel Henvey Tyson, Royal Fusiliers, only son
of Mr. G E and the late Mrs Tyson, Scotch Street,
Whitehaven. The sad news was conveyed to his
father in a letter from the Rev. E S Ellis, a Chaplain
with the Forces in France, who stated that during an
enemy “strafe” on the morning of the 15" July a shell
burst near Private Tyson and so severely wounded
him that he died shortly afterwards. “Your boy,” the
writer adds, “was well thought of by his officers and
very much liked by his comrades, and his death is
greatly deplored. It was not practicable to take his
body away from the line to a back area and cemetery,
so it was decided to lay the remains to rest near
where he died. We did all we could to pay honour to
him and to represent and remember you all at the
grave, and at the close of the service we all stood at
the salute in silence for a few moments. We were too
near the enemy to allow of any last volley to be fired
or ‘Last Post’ to be sounded.” 25 July 1918

News of A definite nature has now heen
received of the death of Bagper T. C. Kitchin,
who was posted as missing® during the greaf
Gemmam  offensive last  Mareh, Several
intimettons from officers had oeen received
by hig dather, Mr. W. H. Kitchin, Water-
works, Clagtor Moor, to the effect thiat they
felt sure SBapper Kitchin had been taken
prisonier. It haz now been eztablizhed that
ha had been taken prisomer Bndl wonnded,
and a letler from the War Office hias vouch-
safed the information given through the
medinm of the Red Cross Society that he
died drom wounds, and was buried in the
gobdiers’ cemelery at Eppehy, near Peronne.

DISTINGTON SOLDIER KILLED

Word has been received by Mr. and Mrs. William
Holliday, Distington, that their son, Gunner H Holliday,
R.F.A., was killed on June 21st. Gunner Holliday was brought
up with his grandmother Mrs Kirkpatrick, Chapel Street. He
enlisted in May, 1915. He was ultimately drafted to Egypt with
the R.F.A., and after being there about 13 months was sent to
France. He was well-known in West Cumberland Football
circles, having played for Lowca, Frizington White Star and
Distington.

Lens, and the taking of Paszehendale Ridee.
He waa mentioned in the Canadian lista far
meritorions conduct ot Passdhendale, ]
fur he hoe como through all wmscathed and
haa not had & dav's sicknesz zince he
enlisted, PPrevious to the war he had been
in the mining district of Brifish Colombia
for twalve ydars, having formerly eerved his
appremticeship as o collar maker with Mr.
John Roan, saddler, Roper Strect, White-
