THE AUGUST HOLIDAYS,

The Ministry of Munitions of War have
definitely decided to take possession of the
Cumberland and Furness Iron Ore Mines
immediately:; and that accordingly the
mines will be under the control of the Govern-
ment for the period of the war. It is under-
stood that the Ministry of Munitions will
review the whole position without delay, and
are already in favour of allowing a holiday
—three days, August 6th, 7th, and 8th.

An Order hde been made by the Minister
of Munitions, applying, from and after July
the 24th, 1917, until further notice, Regulation
9 (®2) of the Defence of the Realm Regula-
tions, to all iron ore mines in the Counties
of Cumberland and Lancashire. The Regula-
tion is as follows :—This Regulation empowers
the Minister of Munitions to take control of
such mines,
